THE "VIA Vr TREATMENT

tSomo twenty year* ago, more or leas, two young men, with 
n very small capital, but with highly developed commercial 
ability, and an “ idea,” began business operations for the devel­
opment of the “ idea” in San Francisco. I t  was soon evident 
tlm t the “ idea” was no less valuable than the methods of 
development followed by the clever promoters. Time passed, 
the business grew and expanded beyond the limits of the city 
or the sta te  or the country. B ut the smooth surface of the 
municipality was not disturbed; these two quiet gentlemen 
did not advertise themselves or their business methods by 
forcing either on public attention.

THE PROMOTEKS

They soon began to acquire real estate in the vicinity of 
Van Ness Avenue, a t  first for their business requirements, ami 
later for the investment of their profits. Presently tlieii 
activities expanded; they moved into the down-town real estate 
field and exhibited a shrewdness and a judgment in the selection 
and exploitation of development enterprises Unit very soon 
attracted  the attention of the business men of the community. 
The Cronsley and the Rialto Buildings were of their holdings, 
and were la ter traded for the Fairmont piopertv; it is said, 
very advantageously. One of these brothers—for the men aie 
biothers—undertook, we are told, on his own account the 
erection of the Monaduoek Building on Matket S treet, which, 
it will be recalled, was one of the buildings practically undam­
aged by the earthquake and hut little  by fire. The land H 
said to have cost $1,00(1,000, and certainly the building must 
have increased the investment very considerably. I t was one 
of the first buildings to be put in habitnbte shape immediately 
after the fire, and the financing of the enterprise is regarded 
by some business men as one of the cleveiest pieces of finan­
ciering known in the city.

With the erection of these excellent civic improvements, 
attention was attrac ted  to the two brothers who were thus 
deuunj.strating their faitli in San Francisco, no less than their 
business acumen, by tlic*e very considerable investments from 
the proceeds of the well-cultivated “ idea.” They soon became 
prominently identified with various commercial activities. 
One of them was urged to become a director or trustee of the 
Voung Meivs Christian Association, ami did so, retaining th a t 
connection, by request of the association, up to the present 
time. The other brother, we have been informed, lias so 
impressed the financial element of the community with his 
most remarkable abilities as a financier and bis excellent judg­
ment in the selection of investments, that he was offered a 
huge honorarium to give a few hours of Ids time as adviser 
to Die management of one of the large banking institutions
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Now lot us see how these gentlemen. Messrs. II. and II. K. 

Law, originators of the “ idea” and of the “Vinvi treatm ent,” 
as we have seen, well-known citizens of San Francisco and 
prominently identified with members of its upright and hon­
orable commercial bodies, work the “ idea” and conduct its 
business side so th a t it earns for them the millions which pour 
into their coffers. The promoters are the brains and the life 
of the enterprise and can not be dissociated from it.

ROME QUESTIONS
Do the T itm  "remedies" contain morphin, or opium, or 

some habit-forming drug?
The very question which we 

asked was b itterly  resented by 
these gentlemen. They claimed 
it was a reproach to their 
self-respect even to intimate 
that they, who seek to alleviate 
the pains of suffering hum an­
ity in general, could trade on 
human life and character by 
selling to innocent people habit- 
forming “dupe.” They sent us 
copies of all sorts of certificates 
from analysts showing the ab­
sence of any harmful drug. And, 
furthermore, upon reflection, 
we came to the opinion th a t 
from the purely business stand­
point, it is unnecessary to put 
an expensive article like mor­
phin, ami one liable to bring 
about trouble in the future, into 
their “ leinedies” when they do 
not need to. We need no further 
enlightenment and accept the 
statement that the preparations 
are free from morphin. etc.

“ ll'erc the r io r i  remedies 
user/ for the prevention of con­
ception or the procuring of 
abortion?”

This query was even more 
horrible to the promoters than 
was the former question. The 
very thought tha t such objects 
or purposes could be attribu ted  to them was most painfully 
distressing to the Messrs. Law, and they felt keenly injured in 
their self-respect. They assured us in every way, by the 
spoken and the w ritten word, th a t, so far from their having 
ever advocated the repulsive measures suggested, their greatest

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joy in life is to feel that, through the benevolent action of 
their remedies, they have aided thousands to become fruitful 
and have made the barren women conceive and bring forth.

But we have heard th a t their agents did sometimes recoin* 
mend that Viavi was a means of preventing or aborting con­
ception. Could it be so? Well, while they preached against 
it in every possible manner, irresponsible agents would occa­
sionally overstep their instructions and suggest the frightful 
misuse of the Viavi. But the company repudiated all such 
and. in a letter, offer to aid in the prosecution of any repre­
sentative suggesting Viavi for this vile purpose, or offering to 
sell anything with Viavi for the sjame criminal object. Pos­
sibly the agents or representative-* who so far transgress 
their instruction', as to suggest the ciiminal use of what the

W ltA T  t s  IT ?

We may safely assume th a t the Viavi "treatm ent” is free 
from opium, morphia, etc., and that the promoters do not 
encourage the practice of preventing or aborting conception. 
Such being the case, the question very naturally  presents 
itself: “ W ltat is the Viavi treatm ent; what docs it do and
what dn the promoters say of i t ;  how do they present their 
claims and w hat do they claim?”

The original ‘Treatm ent” was directed wholly to the afflic­
tions of women, if we are not mistaken, and consisted of good 
advice, cleanliness, the douche and a capsule which was to be 
placed in the vagina, preferably high up and touching the 
cervix. Later, a cerate was made, the argument being that the 
vagina could not absorb enough of the wonderfully curative 
remedies contained in the capsule, so they were incorporated 
in the cerate, which was to W rubbed energetically into tbe 
hack and belly. Still later, a liquid, also possessing the m ar­
velous properties of the capsule and the cerate, was put out. 
At the present time there seem to he. in addition to the three 
forms mentioned. Viavi “ Royal.” Viavi “suppositories.” Viavi 
"tahlrtte*.” Viavi "eye treatm ent." Viavi "ear treatm ent.” 
Viavi “ tonic” and Viavi “ laxative.”

As to w hat it is, we confess ouisetves a trifle a t fault. 
The m anufacturers speak of their various preparations a* 
though "the great Viavi” were an entity . t\ special and par* 
tirulev substance created for tbe purpose of being incor­
porated into all of their various mixtures, of which it become*
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Ihe essential and universally curative base. On the other 
hand, a  Arm of analytical chemists reported recently, as 
follows:

•‘T H E  C A I'S U f.E S  C O N T A IN  N O  W O n r i l lN .  AND, RO 1'AB A S  W E ARK ABLE 
TO D E T E R M IN E , T H E Y  C O N T A IN  N O T H IN G  B U T  T H E  E X TR A C T o r  
H Y D R A S T IS  AND COCOA B C T T E B .”

Here is a difference of opinion. As all of the preparations 
are  said to contain *‘tlic g rea t Viavi," ami as this one is 
reported to  contain nothing but hydrnstis and cocoa butter, 
we m ight possibly be excused for holding the belief that 
hvdrastis cntcis into all of these wonderful compounds, and 
fs the  m ultifarious curative agent; or else, th a t the identity 
of **the g rea t Viavi”  changes as it enters into the different 
preparations.

Do the promoters of Viavi place before their patrons tru th  
or Action? Do the .Messrs. Law, in conducting the Viavi busi­
ness, adhere to those principles of honesty and fair dealing 
which, as citizens prominently indcutiAed with o ther and very 
large commercial activities, presumably they m ust exercise? 
h i the business which has brought to them such enormous 
leturns, have they exercised the common or "garden” variety 
of honesty, or have they resorted to  half tru th s and to but 
thinly veiled appeals to  other inlluences?

VIAVI HYGIENIC

Let us see what may be gleaned from the publications which 
they sent us. These consist of ten leailets o r pamphlets, one 
entitled “ Health Kook for Mothers and Daughters," and a 
volume of 0 1 0  pages entitled “Viavi Hygiene.”  The work of 
wading through th is mass of m aterial has been bj* no means 
slight, and we have called on a prominent gynecologist and a 
distinguished surgeon to aid in our labors by goiug through 
the m aterial and making such comments ns occur to them. AH 
italics, etc., in quotations are ours.

From the "Health Jlook” we learn that Viavi "is purely a 
vegetable compound—more a  food than medicine—and is pre­
pared in a  predigested manner, so th a t it can be easily 
absorbed by the tissues of the body with which i t  comes in 
contact. The capsule is  applied directly to the uterus through 
the vagina mid is absorbed, giving health, strength and vitality 
to these parts. The cerate is applied to  the  skin, over the 
diseased organs, and here, through the alisorbent power of 
the skin, the pntieut is able to  introduce Viavi into the sys­
tem directly and in such quantities ns may be desired. The 
membranes lining the cavities of the  body, especially those of 
the mouth and nose, the throat, the bronchial tubes, the 
stomach, the bowels, the  uterus, the vagina, and the bladder, 
originate from one parent cell early in foetal life and often 
when a  person is predisposed to a  weakness in th is cell it is 
noticed in the lining membranes of these organs.”
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There is n tru ly  beautiful, tru th fu l mul scientific statement! 
B ut why not include all the other tissues and  structures of 
the body, which, equally with those named, spring from that 
one parent cell?

As we wend our strenuous way through the "H ealth IJook,” 
and through "Viavi Hygiene,”  we are  ever confronted with 
references tD the joys and pleasures of the “m arita l obliga­
tion,”  the terrific resu lt on the affection of the husband which 
follows cn the wife’s loss of personal beauty, ami we are con 
tiiiually informed th a t, as ‘ nine women out of ten are  lacking

in health and strength, if not positively ill,” the foruivt 
pleasures will surely be lost and the affection wane, unless the 
unfortunate woman uses Viavi. when, of course, the desired 
result which follows on health, is speedily seemed.

• •T h e y  m a y  h a v e  s c r o f u l a  o r  e v e n  c o n s u m p t io n ."

The honors are piled up, mid we learn th a t:
• •T h e r e  a r e  d e e p  r i n g s  u n d e r  h e r  e y e s ;  h e r  c o m p le x io u  Is  y e l lo w , 

s h e  g r o w s  i r r i t a b l e  a n d  i n e x p l i c a b ly  m e la n c h o ly .  I f  s h e  i s  a  w ife  
th o s e  d u t i e s  t h a t  w e re  o n c e  h e r  p l e a s u r e  b e c o m e  o b n o x io u s .  N o 
m a t t e r  h o w  m u c h  s h e  tu n y  lo v e  h e r  h u s b a n d ,  h e r  i n a r t f u l  o b l i g a t i o n  
becomes distressing."

Of course, Viavi dispels th is all embracing gloom, restores 
her "pleasure/* removes the awful sentence from her unborn 
offspring ami renders the "m arital obligation” once more 
delightful.

l.ocnl oflices are provided in all the principal cities and are 

presided over by "trained specialists in diseases of women” 
who have a "larger experience with these diseases than any 
other specialists could possibly have.”

Examination of patients is entirely unnecessary, bv the 
Viavi " trea tm en t;” the patient makes her own diagnosis, or 
"if a blank Health Statem ent is procured, filled out and 
returned, competent advice will he given on it.”

In one pamphlet we read:
" A  d i s t i n c t i v e  f e u t t j r e  o f  t h e  V ln v l t r e a t m e n t  Is t h e  p e r m a n e n c y  

o f  t h e  cure.**

In another we are  told:
" I t  i s  o n e  t h i n g  t o  m a k e  a  c u r e  c o m p l e t e ; I t  Is  q u i t e  a n o t h e r  to  

m a k e  i t  p e r m a n e n t .  U f  c o u r s e  w e  c a n  n o t  i n s u r e  a n y o n e  a s a l o s t  a 
r e c u r r e n c e  o f  d i s e a s e ."

The pioprietors of the Viavi "treatment** not only maintain 
tha t their agents m e competent to suggest the proper trea t­
ment without examination of the patient, and th a t the omnip­
otent wisdom of the officials in the home ollice (or sonic 
other) can give "competent advice” by mail, but they refer 
in terms of greatest horror to physician, gynecologist and 
surgeon, intim ating th a t more harm than good always results 
from obtaining professional advice from licensed physicians. 
The gynecologist is referred to as the "body carpenter*' and his 
work as "sacrilegious carpentry.” Wc arc told by the Messrs. 
Law in their publications, th a t operations "for the removal of 
a diseased hreast rarely or never prove entirely successful ” 
and th a t "extirpation or removal of diseased tissue by surgery 
is worse than useless.”

One m ust pause to wonder what can be the sensations of the 
Fellows of the Chemical Society (England) when they think 
on such utterances from their distinguished life member. 
H. E. Law, as we have quoted above. I t  must be gratifying 
to the fellow-directors of I)r. Hnrtlfind Law, in the Young

TUeve is n long chapter on "{.on jugal delations,” which is 
certainly sufficiently explicit for the average girl whose 
father is warned against the evil, nay. terrible, results which 
arc entailed hv calling in a physician when she is ill. Much 
might be quoted, but one fragment will suffice:

“ T b e  e v i l  e f f e c t s  o f  u n s o i in d n e s s  o f  t h e  s e x u a l  n a t u r e  a r e  so  
v a r io u s  a n d  f a r  r e a c h i n g  t h a t  e v e n  V la v l  a d v o c a t e s  i r h o  h a v e  m a d e  
s o  c l o * c  «  o f  t h e m ,  d o u b t l e s s  f a l l  f a r  s h o r t  o f  e s t i m a t i n g  th e m
a t  t h e i r  f u l l  v a lu e  a n d  to  t b e i r  w h o le  e x t e n t .

\Ye a te  told, with the greatest a ir of fraukucss, th a t appen­
dicitis. paralysis, paresis, locomotor ataxia, asthma, palsy 
“and many more, proceed from a depletion of nervous force— 
from nervous debility.”  While we are nowhere told that all 
of these conditions can he cured by Viavi, we are told that 
acetous debility may be prevented or cured by it. and the 
natural implication, so subtly conveyed by the clever writer, 
might well produce the result th a t the poor incurable is 
parted from his coin; or the person with appendicitis is 
deluded into giving up, perchance, his life.

VIAVI IX Oil EAT BRITAIN

The London Lnncet for March 1 0 , 1 9 0 0 . and Jan. 1 7 , 1 9 0 3 . 
pays its respects to the Viavi Co. In the first-mentioned issue 
it commented on certain facts which came out a t an inquest 
held Feb. 2 5 , 1 9 0 0 . by the coroner of Fast Sussex, on the 
body of a woman who had died while under treatm ent by the 
Viavi system. The ju ry  handed in the following verdict:

“We wish to return a verdict of death from natural 
causes; we also think that the life of the deceased



m ight have* been prolonged had she been placed under 
properly qualified medical treatm ent, and from the 
evidence brought before u*, rve consider the Viavi 
Company n fraud.”

•.utTering women, to whom, not skilled in medicine, their lite ra­
ture appeals.

Do their associates believe th a t the Viavi treatment can do 
what the haws claim for it? Do they believe that it can 
cine or benefit the diseases enumerated?
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lr they do not believe il, if they ilo not nppiovc of tlit? Law 
“litera ture ,” with its suggestions, with its  insistence on the 
importance of the female form, with its  intituations th a t the 
use of Viavi remedies will increase sexual pleasure, with its 
hints that wasting testicles can he benefited, and tumors of nil 
kinds cured; with its insinuations, nay, statements, that 
childbirth can be controlled; th a t a woman can, through Viavi.

offspring;” with their claims of benefiting suffering humanity 
and advising women never to have a tum or removed by the 
knife until, alas, it may be too late for the beneficent surgeon, 
ami the victim of the false advice is claimed by death; if, we 
say. they do not approve of these things, what must be their 
thoughts, and the thoughts of the members of the Merchants’ 
Association when they sit a t dinner in the Fairmont Hotel on 
the night of April IS, ns we a ic  told they will? Will they 
think of the m atters treated of in this article and of (lie basis 
of the fortune of the Laws, or will they say "money talks.” 
and think of what successful business men aie tbe owners of 
tbe hotel in which they dine?

Will they care hoit. the money has been garnered? Will 
they question whether the Law brothers arc benefactors of 
humanity, or merely succe>sful in making money out of the 
sick and suffering.

A ithur McKwen has said that any Front S treet merchant 
would prosecute his chief clerk for embezzlement for the mere 
crime of emulation! Perhaps, business men of San Francisco, 
pillais of our municipal society, you do not rare how people 
bec-mne rich, ho th a t they he rich.

Perhaps so long ns a man doe* nothing actually criminal, 
nothing for which he could be sent to jail, our “merchant 
princes” do not care hv what means wealth is acquired.

Gentlemen, do you. or do you not, approve of the manner 
of tiie money gathering of the Law brothers? (From the 
California State Journal of Medicine, April, 1007.)
